Friday 26:              2.30 – Tour of the Whiskey Distillery in Kilbeggan 
(adm. €8.00)

4.30 – Tour of the Whiskey Visitor Centre in Tullamore (adm. €8.00)

These tours are en route to Athlone for many and provide an 
optional stop-off point en route to the rally venue.
